Code of Conduct - Cheerleading

All cheerleaders must attend all assigned games – both home and away.

All cheerleaders and coaches must arrive at least 45 minutes before each game – both home and away for stretching and warm up procedures.  Failure to do so will result in the cheerleader sitting out during half time performance.
Cheerleaders will know their position in line.  Cheerleaders should stay in that formation until either a time-out or half time.  This includes but not limited to: no going over to mom and dad for a drink or snack.  No going over to talk to other cheerleaders while the game is going on.  We are there to cheer for our team, not talk amongst each other.

All cheerleaders are to cheer the entire game.  Cheerleaders are to remain along the sidelines performing cheers and chants during football games.  They will have a water break with their squad after the half-time performance and as needed throughout the game.  They are not to go into the stands or get snacks from concessions until after the game.   Failure to stay the duration of the game will result in the cheerleader sitting out five minutes of the next attended game.
All Cheerleaders must assist in the clean-up effort after games and practices.  This includes getting water bottles, snacks, and other trash from the sidelines.

Cheerleading Coaches, Directors, and Commissioners will be in command at all games and practices.
All Cheerleaders will be checked into and out of games/ practices by their parent/guardian.

A Cheerleader must not miss more than 3 scheduled practices and/or games with the exception of a doctor’s note.   Unexcused absences will result in child not eligible for homecoming nominations or specialty awards.  
Parents will refrain from making negative statements or using profanity at PYAA Cheer activities.

Parents will address any concerns privately with child’s coach or league official, not in an open forum involving the children or other parents.

Parents must refrain from portraying PYAA Cheerleading in a negative light on all forms of social media.  Fines, up to $100 per instance, may occur with child not eligible to participate until all fines are paid in full.
Parents will help PYAA Cheerleading promote a drug, tobacco, and alcohol free environment from refraining from their use at organization activities.

Parents will promote good sportsmanship through leading by example and being supportive of all participants, coaches, league and game officials at all games and practices.
